      CSA 2010 PRESENTATION

· Goal of CSA 2010 is to decrease fatalities further and to be able to audit more DOT carriers
· Driver behaviour and unsafe drivers will be targeted

· Driver performance will be tracked and evaluated

· Written warnings

· Categories (continue to operate, marginal and unfit driver)
· There are 7 Measurement Tools (BASICS – Behavioral Analysis and Safety Improvement Categories) that will be used:

1. Unsafe driver (speeding, careless driving, improper lane change)*
2. Fatigued Driver (log books and HOS) *
3. Driver Fitness

4. Controlled substances and alcohol

5. Vehicle Maintenance

6. Cargo related

7. Crash indicator 

· Violations will count!!!! NOT just Convictions!!!!! ****
· Do not give them probable cause to search your truck! If they find a reason to pull you over then they can inspect.
· Michigan is giving Canadian carriers LOTS of tickets!
· CSC Safety Management System Methodology: 1. Safety 2. Fitness 3. Determination
· You will be measured against other people in your peer group
· Your BASIC score will be determined by the number of applicable inspections / violations, the severity of the violations and when they occurred.
· Your actions today will affect your CSA score. They will take information as far back as 24 months.
· Drivers are being held accountable
· Clean inspections will also count
· Hiring and driver training is key (EDUCATE yourself, your drivers, supervisors and dispatch!)
