	Guest Speaker and/or Presentation

A.) Paul Hirst – Kinedyne Canada (A manufacturer distributor of cargo control equipment for the heavy duty trucking industry).
· Cargo Control: Load should always stay attached to the trailer.
· Vehicle, structures, floor, bulkheads, etc must be strong enough to support the load.
· Securement method must be suited to the type, size and shape of the cargo.
· Tie Downs:
1.) No knots

2.) Secure – cannot become loose

3.) Edge protection to resist cutting and abrasions
· Working Load Limit of most cargo control products = 1/3 of the products ultimate breaking strength. (except chain assemblies because they have a rating of 4 to 1)
· MTO wants: WLL (Working Load Limit) marked on all synthetic web tie-downs in pounds and kilograms (tags with WLL).
· If tag has fallen off and stencil fades = strap is garbage!
· Take off all cut straps
· Chains (grade 70)
· Winches WLL in pounds and kilos
· You should have inspection records of tie downs (condition, date, who, etc)
· When should you replace your straps????
1. Holes, cuts, tears 
2. Broken or worn stitching

3. Knots in any part of the webbing

4. Abrasion wear

5. Melting / acid burns

6. Signs of UV damage

7. Broken buckles, fittings

8. No visible WLL

9. Any visible damage causing DOUBT!
· Elongation tests
· Webbing often fails at the sew pattern

· EDPM rubber (synthetic) and is highly resistant to UV for tarp tie. 

· MTO is looking for: Not enough cargo control products, not using corner caps, moving heavy equipment, straps not being rated (missing tags and stencil)

· Roll offs – tie down rear of container

· Penalties: 2 demerit pointes and $380 fine

· Know NSC10 NATIONAL SAFETY CODE 10 – Cargo securement
